m Mark drill locations on the cab-guard bolt flange for the
second pair of bolt holes.

Ideal placement of this second pair of mounting holes is as
far towards the trailing edge of the cab guard as possible
and centered side to side on the bolt flange—that is, aligned
with the gasket on the underside of the flange.

Measure the distance of
each new drill location from
the front edge and closest
side edge of the cover.

Use these measurements
to re-mark the new drill
locations on the underside
of the cover. If necessary,
move them slightly to
avoid obstructions.

Drill the marks from
the underside of the
cover up through the
cab guard bolt flange.

m Repeat steps 7-9.

Re-attach the cab
panel to the rest of
the cover.

To avoid hinge damage,
make sure the hinges are
fully mated before bringing
the cab panel back

into position.
